Steve started diving with the US Navy in 1968.  After a couple of years with a 
diving billet on the Navyôs hydrofoil ñPCH-1 Highpointò in Bremerton WA he was 
honorably discharged, and continued to dive recreationally.  He began under-
water photography in the mid 80ôs and this obsession took him to many places 
worldwide, including Spain, Baja, Galapagos, Palau, Guam, South Korea, New 
Guinea, and other areas.  The Northeast Pacific remains an intriguing and 
challenging location for underwater photos. 
 
He served as a team member at two CMAS World Underwater Photo Competi-
tions (in Barcelona region of Spain and in Chejudo, S. Korea) through the 
Underwater Society of America. 
 
Steve displays most of his images via international salons sponsored by PSA.  
In 2005 he was honored by PSA as an óAssociateô member, mainly for his 
promotion of underwater photography.  He is an active member of the f:67 
Camera Club in Bremerton, where he resides with his wife Lynn.  He has two 
grown daughters and two grandchildren nearby and is retired from 36 years of 
service in the Puget Sound Naval Shipyard as a pipewelder.

Her nature skills were sharpened by 

going out shooting photos with Murphy and Robert and others from the camera 

club, learning by observing, asking questions, and just doing photography.
